It was love from the start as she and Garfield married on April 18, 

1929 when she was seventeen.   They have three lovely children Marian, Elgin and Lowell all 

of which still resides in Michigan.  They also have 9 grandchildren, 18 great grandchildren 

and 14 great great grandchildren. 

 America's "Great Depression" began with the dramatic crash of the stock market on 

"Black Thursday", October 1929.  During the Depression they lived in National City in which 

they would work on farms for $1.00 a day just to make their house payment.  Later they 

moved into a log house in Whittemore where they raised their family including her mom and 

dad. 

 Edith and Garfield worked at Limbergôs Greenhouse together.  

Before retiring she worked at the Wolverine Knitting Mills as a  

seamstress.  Becoming a seamstress was perfect for Edith as she loved 

making mittens for her little ones.  She also enjoyed making pies, 

breads and cinnamon rolls from scratch. Edith also canned her own 

strawberries from her farm and sold hundred of quarts of strawberries 

every year. 

 After 61 years of marriage Garfield died in 1990.  A few years 

ago she moved back to Bay City to be closer to family.  Edith became 

a resident of  the Carriage House in January of 2009.  This month she 

will celebrate her 100th birthday.
